Instructions for preparing abstract:

1. Foruniformity, use Times Roman Font, size 12.

2. Title ofthe abstractto be typed using “title case.” Avoid using all capital letters.
3. Underline name of the presenting author.
4

. Leave one line between author's affiliation/ institution and first line of body of the
abstract.

5. Body of the abstract should include background, objective(s), material and methods,
results, and conclusion with sufficient detail.

6. Abbreviations should not be used in the title. Use only standard abbreviations and spell
out all terms fully the first time they appear in the text followed by the abbreviation in
parenthesis.

7. Graphs/ pictures can be embedded in the abstract if felt necessary.
8. Text of the abstract should not exceed 250 words.
Instructions for preparing poster:

1. Walking poster session is planned for 8th April, 2007.

2. Anareaof110cm x 90 cm will be available for each presentation.

3. Poster should be prepared in English and should be headed with the title, name of
author(s), institution, and city where the study has been conducted.

4. Objective(s) of the study, material and methods, results achieved, and conclusion(s)
drawn should be included inthe poster.

5. Charts, drawings, and illustrations must have self-explanatory titles. In order to be read
from a distance of 2 meters, the letters should be at least 10 mm in height and the lines
should have good contrast.

6. Posters should be made of lightweight material for easy mounting on poster boards.

7. Author or co-author should be present personally during the poster session.
